All nominations must be received and in Vic’s hand by the 23rd March prior to the 2005 Nationals.   Only those which are accompanied by the full nomination fee will be fully recognised.

Once the required slots for the selected Australian Team members have been allocated the remainder are available to those who have nominated as outlined above.

Any further slots we are able to obtain over and above the 33 will be offered to those who miss out in the draw, the draw will take place at the National Presentation Dinner in Perth.

Possible Team selection members

Those members who consider they may be selected to represent Australia must also nominate and if the nomination fee is forwarded and you are selected the money will be returned to you.

However if you do not forward the nomination fee and are not selected then you may not have a slot in the World Shoot XIV.
